00
tory political treatment, oscillating between repression and discrimination sati
in the periods 1944-1961 and 1981-1998, and overt promotion between
1966 and 1981. The biographies of “cultural defectors” like the poet Esad
Mekuli, famous actors Behim Fehmiu and Faruk Begolli or sportsmen
Fadil Vokrri clearly indicate that the riots in Kosovo in 1981 triggered the
loss of Yugoslav loyalty among the Albanians. The limits of Yugoslav na-
tion-building can also be shown in the representation of Albanians in
Miroslav Krleza's Encyclopedia of Yugoslavia, where Serbian nationalist
intervention in 1981 insisted on the rewriting of the articles on Albania(ns)
to reinstall the traditional hegemonic and paternalistic discourse.
