Neka pitanja uz knjigu Rumunjske zemlje u srednjem i ranom novom vijeku Borislava Grgina iz

2006. godine

Od objave knjige na koju se ovde osvréem proslo je gotovo dve decenije. Pa ipak, za kritiku
nikada nije kasno. U izdanju Filozofskog fakulteta u Zagrebu 2006. Stampana je knjiga Rumunjske
zemlje u srednjem i ranom novom vijeku Borislava Grgina. Trebalo je da postane literatura za
nastavu istorije na fakultetu. Impresum pokazuje kako je dobila pozitivne recenzije profesora s
Filozofskog fakulteta u Zagrebu - prof. dr. sc. Drage Roksandi¢a i doc. dr. sc. Ivice Prlendera. U
stru¢noj periodici u Hrvatskoj ova knjiga je prikazana u ¢lancima Zeljka Karaule' i Ivana Botice,’
dok je u Bosni i Hercegovini to ponovio Zeljko Karaula s &lankom koji je identian s onim
objavljenim u Hrvatskoj.’ Kako u Karaulinom radu nije napisano da je re¢ o ve¢ objavljenom tekstu
nije jasno gde je prvo objavljen.

Borislav Grgin naveo je izabranu literaturu na kraju svoje knjige (str. 102-108). Na tom
spisku ne nalazi se knjiga koju je uredio Kurt W. Treptow, A History of Romania, lasi: The Center
for Romanian Studies, The Romanian Cultural Foundation, 1996.

Knjiga Kurta Treptova nastala je kao izbor tekstova koju su za nju pripremili loan Bolovan,
Florin Constantiniu, Paul E. Michelson, loan Aurel Pop, Cristian Popa, Marcel Popa, loan Scurtu,
Kurt W. Treptow, Marcela Vultur i Larry L. Watts. Medutim, osim opsteg navodenja za impresum
nije navedeno autorstvo za poglavlja. Treptov je upozorio da su neka poglavlja nastala zajednickim
pisanjem viSe autora. Zbog toga citiram Kurta W. Treptova kao urednik knjige jer nisu poznati
autori njenih tematskih celina.

U tekstu kojeg ovde citiram donosim uporedni tekst obe knjige te prepustam pazljivom

¢itaocu da sam prosudi o ¢emu je zapravo rec.

,»The Hungarian King Bela’s anonymous notary
(magister P. dictus, surnamed Anonymous) in his
chronicle, Gesta Hungarorum, probably written

toward the end of the twelfth century, relates
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that, at the time of their arrival in Pannonia, the
Magyars encountered Slavic, Bulgarian, and
Romanian peoples, the last of them being
referred to as "Roman shepherds" (Blachii ac
pastores Romanorum). Another source, namely
The Pictured Chronicle of Vienna, explains the
meaning of this expression: "the viahi were
Roman colonists and shepherds who remained in
Pannonia of their own will ...." In other words,
according to old Latin-Hungarian chronicles, the
Romanians were descendants of Roman
colonists who continued to live in the territories
of the former Roman provinces, making a living
as shepherds or animal breeders.

As the Pannonian Plain offered conditions well-
suited to the nomadic way of life, the Magyars
settled there and it became their home. The
Hungarians began to enter the Mures, Somes,
and Cris River Valleys during the tenth century
in search of better pastures, but they did not
extend their control over Transylvania until the
latter half of the eleventh century. Their
expansion eastward only occurred after their
devastating incursions into Western Europe were
stopped at the Lech River in 955.” Sledece tri
recenice u knjizi K. Treptova bave se Madarima
nakon toga i ovde ih se ne citira jer o tome ni B.
Grgin ne piSe. Zatim sledi pasos o Pecenezima
koji sadrzi tri reCenice. Poslednja, treca reCenica
glasi: (str. 54.): “After being defeated by the
Byzantines and the Magyars, some of the
Pechenegs settled in the Romanian lands,
leaving their traces in many toponyms and

hydronims.” U knjizi K. Treptova sledi pasos o

Kumanima koji sadrzi tri recenice i o ¢emu

Panoniju Madari zatekli Slavene, Bugare 1 Vlahe

koje naziva "rimskim stoCarima" (Blachii ac

pastores Romanorum). Drugi vazan izvor,

"Becka ilustrirana kronika" (Chronicon Pictum

Vindobonense) iz 15. stoljeCa, objaSnjava
znaenje toga izraza ovako: "...Vlasi su bili
rimski kolonisti 1 stoc¢ari koji su ostali

svojevoljno u Panoniji...".

Drugim rijecima,
prema starim ugarskim kronikama Vlasi su
potomci rimskih kolonista koji su nastavili
zivjeti na podru¢ju starih rimskih provincija,
uzdrzavaju¢i se stocarstvom.

Madari su postupno poceli naseljavati doline
velikih rijeka na isto¢nim rubovima Panonske
nizine tijekom 10. stoljeca, u potrazi za boljim
pasnjacima, ali nisu zapoceli Siriti kontrolu nad
Transilvanijom do nakon 955. i poraza od Otona

I na Leskom polju kod Augsburga.

Osim Madara, na danasnjem rumunjskom
ozemlju naselio se dio Pecenega, ostavivsi
tragove u mnogim toponimima i hidronimima. U
drugoj polovici 11. stoljeca, sjeverno i juzno od
delte Dunava, naselili su se Kumani koji su se na

tom prostoru i pokrstili.” B. Grgin zatim donosi

dvije reCenice kojih nema kod Treptowa. Zatim



Grgin ne pise.

U slede¢em pasosu se nastavlja o Kumanima te
on sadrzi Cetri reCenice. Prve dve recenice u
ovom pasosu kod Treptova glase (str. 54.):
“Around 1065-1078, the Cumans took the place
of the Oghuzi in the territories around the mouth
of the Danube and launched several attacks on
the  Byzantine  Empire, Hungary, and
Transylvania. They gradually settled in this area
and were Christianized.”

Novi pasos kod K. Treptova sadrzi pet recenica
ono 1 0 ¢emu se u njima raspravlja nema kod
Grgina (str. 54-55). Treptov u novom pasosu o
Kijevskoj Rus (str. 55.) tematizira to pitanje, ali
time se B. Grgin u svojoj knjizi ne bavi. Treba
ista¢i da se u slede¢em pasosu u Cetri recenice
opisuje trgovinu na tom prostoru. Druga
recenica kod Treptova glasi (str. 55.): “The
activities of foreign merchants, such as the
Genoese, at the mouth of the Danube and on the
Black Sea, near Chilia (Licostoma), Cetatea
Alba (Maurocastron, Asprocastron) , Vicina, and
other ports, indicates their interest in local
products.” Treptow dalje piSe reCenicu koja se
kod B. Grgina ne moze pronaci. Zatim sledi
slede¢a reCenica (str. 55.): “Along these routes,
stretching from the Pannonian Plain through
Transylvania toward the southern Carpathians,
and from the Baltic Sea through Poland, along
the Prut, Siret, and Dniester Rivers, economic,
political, and religious centers sprang up,
accelerating the process of state organization.”
Poglavlje zavrSava s pasosom od jedne reCenice.
Ovdje se to ne citira. Slijedi novo poglavlje koje

citiram (str. 56.):

pise sljedece (str. 12.):

,Vremenom se intenzivirala i trgovina, po starim

1 uhodanim trgovackim pravcima. Rana

aktivnost trgovaca iz Genove u nekoliko naselja
uz deltu Dunava takoder ukazuje na trgovacku
vaznost toga prostora. Uz glavne puteve sa
sjeverozapada prema jugoistoku nastajala su
politicka, sredista

gospodarska 1 vjerska

rumunjskih  zemalja, ubrzavajuéi  procese

drzavnoga organiziranja.”



,,The Origins of Romanian Feudalism.
The first evidence of the appearance of
Romanian political formations dates from the
beginning of the ninth century. Their appearance
was linked to the development of feudalism in
the Romanian lands. Literary sources from the
early Middle Ages mention the Romanians
under the name of Viachs (Viahi, Blacci,
Valachi, Volohi, Olachi-olahok, Viah, Ilac, and
Iflak), while they referred to themselves as
rumdn or romdn; both of these names indicate
the Latin origins of the Romanians which
distinguished them from neighboring peoples.
These sources characterized them as living in a
hierarchical feudal society. Medieval chronicles
mention the leaders of Romanian political
formations, called jupani (sing. jupan), dukes,
cnezi (sing. cneaz), and voievozi (sing. voievod),
as being surrounded by warriors and wealthy
nobles (maiores terrae) who owned lands
worked by large numbers of dependant peasants
(rustici).

Lacking precise information, the origins
of Romanian feudalism remain somewhat
obscure. Most likely, it began during the era of
(str. 57.) great migrations when invaders would
impose their rule on the native population and
attempt to exploit their conquest. Linguistic
evidence and the structure of feudal institutions
in the Romanian lands support the theory that
the Slavic invasions led to the formation of a
ruling class that was gradually assimilated by
native Romanian population. This was also true

of the Pechenegs in the tenth century and the

Cumans in the eleventh and twelfth centuries,

str. 12.: ,Prva svjedoCanstva o pojavi

rumunjskih politickih tvorevina datiraju u
pocetak 9. stoljeca, a povezana su i1 s pocecima
razvoja feudalnih druStvenih obrazaca. Pisani
izvori iz ranoga srednjega vijeka navode
Rumunje pod imenom Vlaha (Viahi, Blacci,
Valachi, Volohi, Olachi-olachok, Viah, Ilac,
Iflak), dok su se oni sami nazivali ruman ili
romdan. Oba ta naziva ukazuju na latinsko
podrijetlo koje ih razlikuje od susjeda. Izvori
govore

o hijerarhiziranom drustvu. Vode

njihovih  politickih  tvorevina nazivani su
zupanima, knezevima i vojvodama (jupani,
cnezi, voievozi). Bili su okruzeni ratnicima 1
bogatim plemi¢ima (maiores terrae),
posjednicima zemlje koju su obradivali brojni

ovisni seljaci (rustici).

U nedostatku preciznih podataka izvori

feudalnog poretka u rumunjskim zemljama
ostaju pomalo nejasni. On je najvjerojatnije
nastao kada

tijekom velikih doseoba, su

napadaci pokusavali nametnuti vlast

starosjediocima 1 (str. 13.) iskoristiti svoja
osvajanja. Jezicna svjedoCanstva i struktura
feudalnih institucija u rumunjskim zemljama
podupiru teoriju da su slavenske doseobe dovele
do stvaranja vladajuc¢eg sloja koji je kasnije

postupno asimiliran (romaniziran) od strane



both migratory peoples of Turkish origin from

Central Asia who entered Moldavia and
Wallachia and settled on the fertile agricultural
lands. After establishing their rule over the
native population, these peoples were gradually
assimilated by them, similar to the case of the
assimilation of Bulgars by the Slavic population
in Bulgaria.
The need for organizing a system of defense
encouraged the extension of feudalism and the
creation of the boyars as a social group. It must
be noted that this process began in the plains
which were more vulnerable to attack and rich in
agricultural potential. It only gradually spread to
other areas.
One of the factors that helped to spread
feudalism during the thirteenth and fourteenth
centuries was that the Romanian lands found
themselves located along thriving commercial
routes linking East and West. As the existence of
these routes brought a certain amount of wealth
with them, and also required protection, the
extension of feudalism naturally followed. This
growing feudal social, political, and economic
system led to the establishment of small state
formations, such as voievodats and cnezats, that
gradually united to create the principalities of
Wallachia and Moldavia during the fourteenth
century.

It must be remembered, however, that
large communities of free peasants also existed
within these states.

Thus they cannot be

considered wholly  feudal, though the

development of this system prompted their

creation. It is only with the extension of

veCinskih  starosjedioca.

Potreba za organiziranjem obrambenog sustava
potakla je Sirenje feudalnih modela 1 sve
izrazitije izdvajanje plemstva-bojara (boieri) kao
posebne drustvene grupe. Treba naglasiti da je
navedeni proces zapoCeo u velikim nizinama
koje su bile osjetljiviie na napade te
poljoprivredno bogatije i tek se postupno Sirio
na ostala podruéja. Sirenju novoga poretka u 13.
i 14. stolje¢u pomogao je i smjestaj rumunjskih
zemalja uzduz vaznih trgovackih puteva, Sto je
dovelo do bogacenja stanovnistva i vece potrebe
za obranom 1 zaStitom. Razvoj druStva,
gospodarstva 1 institucija doveo je najprije do
stvaranja manjih drzavnih tvorevina,
vojvodstava 1 knezZevstava, koja su se postupno
ujedinjavala 1 okrupnjivala da bi konacno
stvorili velika knezevstva (principate) Vlasku i

Moldaviju tijekom 14. stoljeca.

No mora se stalno imati na umu da su na ovim

podruc¢jima jo§S stolje¢ima zivjele brojne
zajednice slobodnoga seljastva. Stoga su

rumunjske knezevine ne mogu smatrati potpuno



Ottoman domination to the Romanian lands and
their increasing economic exploitation by the
Porte during the sixteenth century that feudal
relations between landlords and peasants
significantly expanded.

Feudalism in the Romanian lands and
throughout East Central Europe differed greatly
from in the West; it bore characteristics (str. 57.)
resulting from the specific circumstances in
which it developed. Three main social groups
existed: the boyars (the feudal landowning
class), dependent peasants, and large groups of
free peasants. Only in Transylvania, which was
ruled by the kingdom of Hungary, did feudalism

assume many Western characteristics.

Early Romanian Political Formations”

U prvom pasosu nalazi se pet recenica. Treca
recenica glasi (str. 58.): “Settlements in specific
geographical areas, such as plateaus, plains, and
valleys, joined together to form associations.”
Navodim petu i posljednju recenicu pasosa (str.
58.): ,,This evolution did not take place
uniformly in all the Romanian lands, but it helps
to explain the appearance of the first Romanian
political formations recorded in the literary
sources of the Early Middle Ages.”

Drugi pasos, prva recenica (str. 58.): ,,In the
ninth century the writer Moise of Choren spoke
of a "Balak country" south of the Carpathians.
Archeological research has also identified

several areas, located mainly in the river valleys,

feudalnima u strogom smislu te rijeci, iako je
razvoj takvoga sustava potakao i ubrzao njihov
nastanak. Tek je Sirenjem osmanske vrhovne
vlasti na rumunjske zemlje 1 njihovim sve ve¢im
gospodarskim iskoriStavanjem od strane Porte,
tijekom 16. stolje¢a, doslo do znacajnoga Sirenja
feudalnih odnosa izmedu zemljiSnih gospodara i
seljastva.

Moze se zakljuciti da se feudalni poredak u
rumunjskim zemljama, kao uostalom 1 u ostatku
srednje 1 jugoisto¢ne Europe, znacajno
razlikovao od zapadnog 1 bio obiljeZen mnogim
posebnostima, okolnosti

zbog  specificnih

nastanka. Jedino je wu Transilvaniji, pod

ugarskom vlaséu, feudalizam stekao nesto

brojnije zapadne znacajke.”

B. Grgin, str. 13.:

,U pocecima srednjeg vijeka, od saveza sela na
posebnom zemljopisnom podrucju nastajala su
mala knezevstva u dolinama rijeka, njihovim
povezivanjem vojvodstva i konacno "zemlje".
Ovakav proces nije bio jednoobrazan u svim
rumunjskim regijama, ali pomaze objasniti
nastanak politickih tvorevina spomenutih u
pisanim izvorima iz ranoga srednjeg vijeka.

U 9. stolje¢u spominje se "Balak zemlja" juzno
od Karpata. Arheoloska iskapanja svjedoce o
gusto naseljenim podruc¢jima u dolinama velikih
rijeka iz toga razdoblja. Isto¢no od Karpata, od
11. stolje¢a navodi se "zemlja Vlaha" i razli¢ite
takozvane republike. Na tom su podrucju

doseljeni stepski narodi usporili ili potpuno



with dense populations: these were locations of
the so-called crnezates de vale, such as Vlasca,
the Vlasia forest, Campulung Muscel, and
others, all mentioned in later literary sources. A
similar situation was found in the areas east of
the Carpathians where historical sources from
the eleventh century speak of "the country of the
Vlahi", and the "republics" of Vrancea, Tigheci,
Campulung Moldovense, Codrii Hertei, Codri
Cosminului, and Tara Sepenitului. Of course, in
the lands beyond the Carpathians, the migrations
of the last (str. 59.) steppe peoples impeded the
development of Romanian political formations.
In Dobrodgea, sources from the tenth century
tell of the existence of the jupanat of Dimitrie
(at Mircea Voda, in the county of Constanta). At
the end of the next century, Ana Comnena wrote
of three Romanian political leaders in
Dobrodgea, Tatos (Tatu), Sestlav, and Satza
(Saccea), who became involved in the events in
the lower Danube area during the reign of
Byzantine Emperor Alexios I Comnen. The
same writer also referred to "a certain Pudila, a
leader of the Dobrodgean Vlachs."

The Anonymous notary of Hungarian King Bela
tells in his Gesta about the existence of several
Romanian-Slavic voievodats in central and
western Transylvania during the ninth and tenth
centuries: the voievodat of Menumorut, with
Biharea as its residence, stretched out between
the Tisa River (in the west), the Igfon Forest
(east of Oradea, as far as Piatra Craiului), the
Somes River (in the northwest), the Mures River
(in the south), and Portile Mesesului (in the

east); the voievodat of Gelu, dux Blacorum,

zaustavili nastanak politickih tvorevina

rumunjskog stanovnistva.

U Dobrudzi, izvori iz 10 stoljeca zabiljezili su
zupaniju nedaleko od Konstance (Constanta).
Bizantska princeza Ana Komnena spominje
krajem 11. stolje¢a nekoliko rumunjskih lokalnih
politickih voda na tom istom prostoru. Anonim
Bele III navodi postojanje nekoliko rumunjsko-
slavenskih vojvodstava u srednjoj 1 zapadnoj
Najpoznatije je medu njima bilo vojvodstvo
takozvanoga dux Blacorum Gelua (Gelu, Citaj
DPelu). Sve (dalje tekst na str. 14.) navedene
politicke tvorevine imale su vlastite utvrde,

vojsku i upravna tijela.



which probably had its capital in Dabaca,
located in the Transylvanian Plateau, and the
voievodat of Glad, located in the Banat, between
the Mures and Danube Rivers. All of these
Romanian political formations had fortresses,
armies, and administrative bodies.

A century later, Hungarian chronicles (ovde ne
citiram njihova imena) speak of only two
Romanian voievodats, possibly indicationg that
a process of unification had occurred in the
meantime. (Ne citiaram dve recenice o tim
vojvodstvima.)

This process of unification reflects the tendency
toward the formation of medieval Romanian
state in this area prior to the conquest of
Transylvania by the kingdom of Hungary.

Thus, by the ninth century, the Romanians were
a sedentary agricultural-pastoral people,
Christianized by their forefathers many (str. 60.)
centuries before, who began to organize small-
scale feudal political structures that looked to
Byzantium as a model. Each od these political
formations from the ninth to the eleventh
centuries represented the nucleus of the cnezats
and voievodats that would eventually unite to
form the medieval Romanian principalities
during the fourteenth century.”

(str. 60.)

,»The Establishment of Hungarian Rule in

Transylvania (Eleventh to Fourteenth Centuries)

The Hungarians reached the hilly lands east of
Pannonian Plain, which later became part of
Arpadian Kingdom, and entered Transylvania

only sporadically during the tenth century. The

Moze se zakljuciti da su od 9. do 12. stoljeca
Rumunji (Vlasi) bili sjedilacko, zemljoradnicko-
stoCarsko stanovni$tvo, kr§¢ansko ve¢ niz
stoljeca, te su poceli organizirati vlastite
politicke strukture manjega i1 srednjega opsega
koje su gledale na Bizant kao uzor. Svaka od
navedenih politi¢kih tvorevina predstavljala je
jezgro kasnijih knezevstava 1 vojvodstava koja
¢e se tijekom vremena dalje ujedinjavati, da bi u
14. stolje¢u od njih nastale velike rumunjske
knezevine (principati).

III. Razvijeni i kasni srednji vijek

1. Uspostava ugarske vlasti u Transilvaniji.
Kolonizacija Transilvanije.

Ugri su sporadi¢no poceli ulaziti i naseljavati se
u Transilvaniju od druge polovice 10. stoljeca.
Od toga vremena do 13. stoljeca tekao je proces
njihova postupnog osvajanja pokrajine, od

sjeverozapada prema jugoistoku. Razlike u



actual conquest of Transylvania took place
gradually from the eleventh to thirteenth
centuries, beginning in the northwest (the Somes
Valley), and extending south and southeast. The
differences between the Romanian feudal
organization and the Western feudal model that
the Hungarians borrowed from the Germans,
especially after the year 1000, is easily
recognizable in literary sources.

The comitat was the institution with which the
new rulers replaced the old Romanian and
Romanian-Slavic cnezats and voievodats.
Comitats were organized gradually as new
territories were conquered around fortresses
captured from the Romanian and Romanian-
Slavic rulers. Thus, the territories to the west
and north of Transylvania that had been
protected by Romanian dukes from the ninth to
the eleventh centuries were only gradually, after
difficult struggles, incorporated into the
Hungarian kingdom. As a result, more than a
century passed from the first mention in
documents of the comitat of Bihor in 1111
(situated in the area once ruled by Menumorut,
near Pannonia) until the organization of the
comitat of Tarnava, located in central
Transylvania, mentioned only in 1214. These
were open areas, easily conquered and held,
with one exception: Maramures. Its seizure was
impeded by determined resistance on the part of
the native population. As a result, the fortress of
Medies, near Satu Mare, the center of a
Romanian voievodat, could be not taken (str.
61.) from the Romanians at the end of the

eleventh century (probably between 1074 and

modelima drustvene 1 drzavne organizacije
izmedu tamoSnjih rumunjskih starosjedilaca 1
ugarskih doseljenika jasno se raspoznaju u
pisanim izvorima posebice nakon 1000. godine.

Jaci otpor osvajanju uglavnom nije
pruzan, osim na podru¢ju Maramuresa
(Maramures — danas na sjeveru Rumunjske, na
granici s Ukrajinom) gdje su se krajem 11.
stoljeca starosjedioci Zestoko oduprli

osvajacima.



1095) when Arpadian kingdom resumed its
expansion into Transylvania along Somes Valley
where the fortress was located.

Though part of the kingdom of Hungary,
Transylvania, a portion of which formed a
dukedom since the time of Gelu, a Romanian
ruler, preserved a relative autonomy. It had a
political tradition of its own that could not be
ignored, and which had been successfully
defended up until the eleventh centurys; its
predominantly Romanian ethnic structure also
hindered its integration into the rest of the
kingdom. The new rulers could not ignore the
separate political tradition of this region. As a
result, they tried to establish there a principality.
In 1111 and 1113 documents mention Mercurius,
princeps Ultrasilvanus, a high official at the
royal court, although there is no evidence that he
carried out any activity in Transylvania. For over
sixty years, documents do not mention any
leader in Transylvania by name, neither under
the title of prince, nor that of voievod. It is only
in 1176 that a political leader in Transylvania is
again mentioned, a voievod called Leustachius.
The conclusion can be drawn that, in order to
consolidate its rule over Transylvania, the
Hungarian kingdom came to an understanding
with the part of the native nobility, agreeing to
maintain the separate political tradition of the
region in the form of a voievodat; as a result
Transylvania, a land with a majority Romanian
population, preserved the same type of political
organization that would be adopted in the
neighboring Romanian principalities of

Wallachia and Moldavia. Transylvania was the

Iako je uklopljena u sastav ugarskoga
kraljevstva, Transilvanija je oCuvala relativnhu
autonomiju.

The Colonization of Transylvania (Twelfth to

Thirteenth Centuries)

To defend the eastern border of the kingdom and
consolidate its rule in Transylvania, the
Hungarian crown adopted a policy to settle
Hungarians in parts of the voievodat, mainly in
the open lowlands (str. 62,) and hilly areas of the
river valleys. The kings granted lands to these
settlers and many of them acquired titles of
nobility. Yet the Hungarians were too few in
number to settle the vast territory they
conquered. This led the crown to colonize other
populations in Transylvania and the adjacent
Romanian regions under Hungarian control;
these colonists were granted special privileges to
settle in the voievodat and become loyal subjects
of the king. This was the case of Szecklers, the
Saxons, the Teutonic and Johannite Knights, and
others. Some of these efforts, however, failed, as
happened in the case of Teutonic and Johannite
Knights.

The Szecklers had joined the Magyars upon
their descent into the Pannonian Plain and won a
place of honor in the Hungarian army because of
their warlike virtues. After living side by side
with the Hungarians for many years, they drew
steadily closer to them, especially in terms of
their language. They first defended the borders
of the kingdom in Crisana, but by the middle of
the twelfth century documents attest to their

presence in central Transylvania on the Tarnava
Rivers, and later, in the thirteenth century, the
largest part of them settled in the eastern part of
the voievodat, along the Carpathian Mountains.
Their remarkable qualities as warriors led the
Szecklers to move further to the east and
southeast, together with the expansion of the
borders of the kingdom, receiving the mission
from the kings of Hungary to defend the frontier
in return for recognizing their liberty and
granting them special privileges. A Hungarian
chronicler relates that from very early times,
probably since they first reached Crisana, the
Szecklers lived in peace with the Romanians
from whom they learned to read and write.

The Saxons, who some contemporary texts
mention under the name Flandrenses or Teutons,
were colonized in Transylvania by the
Hungarian kings in successive waves during the
twelfth and thirteenth centuries, particularly in
the southern part of the province. They were a
heterogeneous population, originally from the
Francophone regions on the left bank of the
Rhine, as well as central and southern Germany.
They were experienced merchants, farmers, and
skilled craftsmen. The settlement of Saxons in
Transylvania gave a significant impulse to
economic life in region and contributed (str. 63.)
to the flourishing of the cities, which began to
acquire a western character. They also received
important privileges specified in the act known
as the "Golden Bull of the Saxons" or the
"Andreanum," issued by king Andrew II (1205-
1235) in 1224.

The Saxons and Szecklers organized themselves,

view, into districts (scaune, sedes), having a
great measure of autonomy, and being directly
responsible to the crown. Despite the
colonization of these groups in Transylvania, the
Romanians remained the majority of population

in the voievodat.

Romanian political structures south of the

Carpathians (Tenth to Thirteenth Centuries)

Small political formations, hindered in their
development by the last waves of migratory
peoples from the Eurasian steppe (the
Pechenegs, the Cumans, and the Tatars) who
arrived during the tenth to the thirteenth
centuries, were established early on in the
territories between the southern Carpathians, the
Danube, and the Black Sea. Beginning in the
tenth century, literary sources mention local
leaders, such as George and Dimitrie, who
survived the invasions of these nomadic peoples,
going so far as to recognize the suzerainty of
certain barbarian chieftains.

The participation of the Romanians alongside
the Bulgarians in a great rebellion against the
Byzantine Empire that occurred in 1185-1186
had a beneficial influence on the existent
political structures in Dobrodgea and north of
the Danube; two Romanian brothers, Peter and
Asan, led the rebellion. Both the Romanians
living north of the Danube and the Cumans
supported this successful rebellion that resulted
in the foundation of the Vlacho-Bulgarian

Empire (the Second Bulgarian Empire) with its

Teritorijalno manje politi¢ke tvorevine nastale su
prili¢no rano u srednjem vijeku na prostoru
izmedu Karpata, Dunava i Crnog mora.

capital at Tarnovo. In 1200, Pope Inocent I1I
wrote to the leader of the Bulgarians and
Romanians, Kaloyan (1197-1207), referring to
the sovereign and his people as descendants of
Romans.

(str. 64.) After conquering the Romanian and
Romanian-Slavic political formations in
Transylvania, the Hungarian kingdom sought to
extend its influence over the regions south and
east of the Carpathians. In 1247, six years after
the great Mongol-Tatar invasion that devastated
the Romanian lands, a document issued by the
Hungarian Royal Chancellery, known as the
Diploma of the Johannite Knights, mention the
existence of Romanian districts south of the
Carpathians that were vassals of the king of
Hungary. These included the Severin Land
(Terra de Zeurino), proclaimed as the Banat of
Severin around 1230, the cnezats of John and
Farcas, and the voievodats of Litovoi and
Seneslau. These political formations were
undergoing a process of unification that led to
larger and stronger unions; for example, the
cneaz Litovoi also served as voievod over
several cnezats located in the Jiu Valley in
Oltenia and Transylvania. They covered
extensive territories west and east of Olt River,
and also parts of southern Transylvania.

Strong economic development in this area
brought wealth to local rulers and their
overlords; they had a military organization, a
religious hierarchy (churches and bishoprics
were mentioned), and a feudal social structure
made up of maiores terrae and rustici, that is of

boyars, cnezi, juzi, and voievods on the one

hand, and peasants on the other. Documents
from the time refer to the movement of peasants
from Transylvania to Wallachia due to the harsh
nature of the feudal regime in the voievodat. By
the middle of the thirteenth century, despite the
domination of the Cumans and the devastating
Tatar invasion of 1241, several small Romanian
political formations existed south of Carpathians
that had accepted the suzerainty of the Arpadian
kings. Because they were strong and well-
organized, these small political units survived

the devastating Tatar invasion.

The Revolt led by Litovoi

In the 1270s, taking advantage of the great
upheaval in Hungary caused by efforts to
reestablish pagan rituals during the reign of
King Ladislas the Cuman, the Romanian
Voievod Litovoi, a successor of the previously-
mentioned voeivod of the same name, attempted
to (str. 65.) declare the independence of his land,
located in southern Transylvania and Oltenia,
from Hungary. He confronted superior military
forces and his army was ultimately defeated in
southwestern Transylvania, in the land of
Hateg, which had been part of his voievodat
since 1247. Litovoi was killed in the fighting
and his brother, Barbat, was taken prisoner; the
latter was ransomed by his followers for a large
sum of money and probably ruled over much of
his brother’s lands. The idea of establishing an
independent political formation in the southern
Carpathians was not abandoned, only postponed

for a more favorable moment.”

This state was revived by Romanian
nobles from Transylvania, such as the legendary
Negru Voda and Radu Negra from Fagaras, who
extended their control over Romanian lands that
had not yet been included within the kingdom.

After 1300 the influence of both Hungary
and Poland over the small state formations east
of the Carpathians increased.

After the reestablishment of the bishopric
in this region, this time called Milcov (the

1394), the territorial unification of Moldavia,
within its historical borders, was completed. The
first voievod to attest to this fact in his princely
title was Roman I who, in 1392, proudly referred
to him-self as "Moldavian voievod and heir of
all Wallachia (Moldavia) from the mountains to

the sea shore" Thus, Moldavia had become the

second independent Romanian principality.*
st.

When Ottoman expansion approached
the Danube, Mircea the Old (1386-1418), "the
bravest and most clever among the Christian
princes", as the chronicle Leunclavius
characterized him, sat upon the throne of
Wallachia. One of the greatest princes of the
Romanian Middle Ages, Mircea the Old
strengthened the system of fortresses along the
Danube, and improved the military and
administrative organization of the principality to
defend against the growing threat posed by the
Ottoman Empire.
